Everyday Etiquette (in China)
"When your guest departs, you should see them to the front door of the building, or to the elevator at the very least." 

Certainly this is true for formal visits, or the first time somebody visits you at home. The further you see somebody off, the more respectful it is. You might even see them to a bus stop and wait until a bus comes (for bonus courtesy points, try to pay for their fare!), and if they have a private car then you should wait until they have driven away before you turn around. The guest, in turn, should try to decline the courtesy by saying "No need to see me off!". Generally, you shouldn't say this until it is clear that the host is going to try to see you off—to say it earlier would seem presumptions. 

Common farewells to a guest are "Goodbye", "Go carefully" (or "Drive carefully"), and "Come again". You can also say these to customers leaving a shop or restaurant. 

If the person is a friend who has visited you a few times before, then you don't have to see them off. But to show that they haven't forgotten this courtesy entirely, people will often say "I won't see you off". To this, the guest should quickly reply "No need to see me off!", as if the thought had never crossed their mind.
